2012 Conference

Dates:

Members presented hiring information for various venues:

BMW Edge 
Was thought too expensive, particularly as the hire of an LED screen plus technician was an additional $4,000
SLV

The community rate for conference centre spaces is $334 per hour (not including catering).
Federation Hall, UoM Southbank

$1,150 per day + technical assistance $50 per hour (min. 3 hours) + $140 cleaning

but not available during teaching weeks – 

Non-teaching weeks are 17-30 September 2012

Kaleide Theatre at RMIT
$165.00 per hour (that includes a technician who will be there all day and who will set up all the technical stuff), plus $55.00 Public Liability fee (if ARLIS doesn't provide this. The minimum booking is 4 hours for weekends, evening and public holidays. The theatre seats 194 people and we can book anytime. The latest would be December, 2011 for September 2012.
NGV 
There are 2 theatres – the Clemenger Auditorium and a smaller space upstairs.

The Clemenger may be available for reasonable cost (or possibly no cost).  Need to book it for first morning and all of second day as AGM is in afternoon.  Expecting 100 attendees but may get more if local students and staff come. The smaller theatre will be too small.  Likely we can get a guided tour of the Winter Masterpieces exhibition.  Lunch in the Great Hall also a possibility. A lunch at Southbank also suggested for one day.

There would be a cost for security before 9 am and after 5 pm
There would be a cost for a multimedia technician

Theme

Helen suggested we survey the Darwin Conference attendees for suggestions.  We could possibly do this using SurveyMonkey.  Born digital resources; opportunities for sharing digital resources are current issues for art libraries.  Because things change so quickly e.g. Second Life was discussed at 2008 Conference but now it is waning, we probably should wait before settling on a theme.
