	Reports from members:
NGV: Reviewing ephemera collection; Luke Doyle won a travel scholarship to travel around Australia and review practices. Paul will present the findings at ARLIS in Darwin – while print ephemera will remain difficult to disseminate, there is an opportunity for libraries to “collect” and share born digital ephemera.  NGV soon to launch a new website which will include more images.
Australian Academy of Design: Now that CAL has been appointed to manage the artists’ resale royalty scheme, perhaps they are in a position to develop a database of digital art exhibition catalogues etc
Uni Melb: continue to scan slide collection and grapple with issues of image copyright.

SLV: Two significant donations have been received – a 78’s record collection which is being digitised and converted to cd format – and a popular music archive of ABC radio
RMIT: Weeding project and general review of collection.. Difficult to weed Art & Design area as much of the content remains relevant.  Issues regarding the slide collection – many valuable images and still used by academics.
Monash: Creating libguides, weeding.  Ed Irons, learning skills advisor from Monash Library, introduced himself.
General discussion on lack of contemporary image databases. ARTstor, CAMIO and Bridgeman are useful for art history but lack contemporary and Australian images.
